El 12 de septiembre de 1502, Cristobal

Colon, Virrey y Almirante de los
cristianisimos y muy poderosos Rey y Reina
de Espana, recorrié Cariay, que hoy se
llama Costa Atlantica de Nicaragua y
Costa Rica. El Almirante tuvo palabras de
profunda estima no por los aborigenes que
encontrg en su viaje sino por el oro:
“...El oro es excelentisimo: del oro se hace
tesoro y con él, quien lo tiene, hace cuanto
quiere en el mundo, y llega a que echa las
animas al paraiso.”

Diego de Porras, cronista de la misma
expedicioén, dice que los indios llamaban
“guani” al bajo oro. Muy probablemente
“wani’, como hoy se transcribiria, no queria
decir “oro” y el significado atribuido por el
cronista mas bien reflejaba los quereres y
la motivacién principal de los reinos de
Castilla y Aragon en su afan de conquista
de las dnimas y minas en el nuevo
continente.

On the 12th of September 1502,
Christopher Columbus, Viceroy and Admiral
of the most Christian and powerful King and

| Queen of Spain, sailed into Cariay, which
today is known as the Atlantic Coast of

| Nicaragua and Costa Rica. The Admiral had

words of profound respect, not for the natives

he encountered on his voyage but for the gold:

| “..The gold is excellent. Of gold

| treasure is made, and with i,

whoever has it does as he likes in the

world, and can even send souls to

paradise.

Diego de Porras, chronicler of the
same expedition, says that the Indians
called low gold “guani”. Most probably
“wani”, as it would be transcribed today,

did not mean “gold“ and the meaning
attributed by the chronicler rather

| reflected the desires and main

| motivation of the kings of Aragon and
| Castille in their zeal to conquer souls
| and mines on the new continent.

Lépez, primer Gobernador de las
Higueras y Cabo de Honduras, impulsado
por el mismo afan de conquista y sed del
oro bajo, viajé del puerto de Trujilo a
Leodn, recogiendo para venderlos en
Nicaragua a unos 300 y mas indios del
territorio que después la Corona espanola
llamaria la “Taguzgalpa”

Las hazanas de los muchos Diego
Lépez suscitaron entre los indigenas de la
Taguzgalpa odio y resistencia. Ademas, la
escasez de buenas minas de oro y plata, la
fluvia, los zancudos, las enfermedades,
guardaron a esa Taguzgalpa, la Costa
Atlantica de Nicaragua, de ser cristianizada
y castellanizada por la Corona espanola.

Los corsarios, piratas, comerciantes y
nobles autoridades del imperio britanico
fueron mas discretos y ponderados. Su
forma de extraer riqueza o de obtener el
oro no fue a base de un saqueo tan burdo y
sangriento sino a través del civilizado
comercio. Los Ingleses desarroliaron con
los indigenas del litoral atiantico un
fructifero intercambio de ron, armas, telas y
herramientas por materias primas de la
region: cueros y pieles, maderas de caoba,
cedro, palo de tinte, cacao, café, algodoén,
zarzaparrilla, gomas, balsamo, concha de
carey y su poquito de oro.

Asi, los Ingleses garantizaron un aliado
nativo que facilitara la obtencion de recursos
y esclavos del interior. La relacion se
formaliz6 en 1687 cuando el Duque de
Albemarle, Gobernador de Jamaica, coron6
al primer rey miskito. Con la proteccién de
Inglaterra, los Miskitos predominaron en la
region. Se detendieron exitosamente contra
los enemigos espanoles y se impusieron
sobre los indios vecinos: Twahkas,
Panamakas, Ulwas, Prinzus, Kukras y
Ramas, reduciéndoles a tributarios o
vendiéndoles como esclavos en las
plantaciones azucareras del Caribe.
Durante ese periodo Wani era una de las
residencias de los reyes de la Mosquitia,
localizada en la laguna de Bihmuna. -

La conquista europea, brutal y
destructiva en el Pacifico, sutil en el Alantico,
ciertamente nos ha configurado distintos.

A partir de 1822 el naciente imperialismo
norteamericano, amparado por la Doctrina
Monroe y su interés en el canal

s

interocéanico, comenzé a enquistarse en la
regién. Los gobiernos liberales y
conservadores convirtieron en politica
nacional la entrega de los recursos
naturales a los enclaves madereros,
bananeros y mineros. Asi en la primera
década de este siglo, Wani fue el puerto
fluvial de la compaiia minera, por donde
salié de Siuna el oro rumbo a los Estados
Unidos.

Hay entonces un Wani del pasado,
simbolo de formas de explotacion y
alienacion, llevadas a extremos dificiles
de concebir. Es el Wani de la sed del oro y
exportacién de indios esclavos. Es el Wani
del protectorado de la Mosquitia, fiel aliado
del imperio inglés en la region del Caribe.
Es el Wani del enclave capitalista, cuando
corrian el délar, cigarrillos Camel y
buen whiskey, junto a la silicosis y los
rios contaminados de cianuro. Es el Wani de
la Nicaragua conquistada, dependiente,
saqueada y dividida.

Sin embargo, Wani no es so6lo un
simbolo de un pasado que necesitamos
erradicar, sino también de ia historia que
vamos haciendo. Hoy en las riberas del
Wani, uno de los rios mas hermosos de la
nueva Nicaragua, campesinos “espanoles”
y comuneros sumu siembran cacao, frijoles
y maiz en dos cooperativas de la Reforma
Agraria. En el Wani de la nueva Nicaragua,
es necesario evitar 1a tentacion del camino
facil, que niega la diversidad histérica y
cultural, en aras de una supuesta
homogeneidad cultural. El reto por delante
es continuar transitando por el camino de
las contradicciones socio-econémicas,
culturales y politicas heredadas durante
siglos a fin de conocerlas y superarlas. Sélo
asi sera posible construir la nueva sociedad
nicaragiiense consciente de su diversidad
histérica y cultural, multilinglie y multiétnica.

Esta revista Wani pretende ser un
medio de expresion y andlisis de la
realidad costefia, contribuyendo asi a la
tarea de forjar la unidad nacional. Invitamos
a nuestros lectores a que nos envien
articulos y materiales graficos relacionados
ala Costa Atlantica, tanto como cartas, -
sugerencias Yy criticas. Sélo incluyendo una
amplia gama de puntos de vista podremos

in September of 1526, Don Diego de
Lopez, first governor of Las Higueras
and the Cape of Honduras, driven by
the same zeal to conquer and thirst for
low gold, traveled from the port of
Trujillo to Ledn, seizing some 300
Indians of the territory which the Spanish
Crown would later call the “Taguzgalpa”,
in order to sell them in Nicaragua.

The exploits of many Diego Lépezes
aroused hatred and resistence among
the indigenous people of the Taguzgalpa.
Besides, the scarcity of good gold and
silver mines, rain, mosquitoes and disease
kept this Taguzgalpa, the Atlantic
Coast of Nicaragua, from being
Christianized and Hispanicized by the
Spanish Crown.

The privateers, pirates, merchants and
noble authorities of the British Empire
were more discreet and deliberative. Their
way of extracting wealth or obtaining gold
was not through crude and bloody pillage,
rather through civilized commerce. The
British developed with the indigenous
people of the coast a fruitful exchange of rum,
arms, fabric and tools for raw material of
the region: leather and skins, mahogany,

interest in the interoceanic canal, began

to establish itself in the region. Both
Liberal and Conservative governments
made a national policy of handing over
natural resources to the lumber, banana
and mining enclaves. Thus in the first
decade of this century, Wani was the

river port of the mining companies, through
which Siuna gold passed on its way to the
United States.

There is then a Wani of the past, symbol
of forms of exploitation and alienation
carried to extremes difficult to imagine. This
is the Wani of gold fever and the Indian slave
trade. It is the Wani of the protectorate of
the Mosquitia, faithful ally of British Empire
in the Caribbean region. It is the Wani of the
capitalist enclave, when the dollar, Camel
cigarettes and fine whiskey flowed along
with silicosis and rivers polluted with cyanide.
It is the Wani of a Nicaragua conquered,
dependent, sacked and divided.

However, Wani is not only a symbol of a
past we need to eradicate but also of the
history we are in the midst of making.

Today on the banks of the Wani, one of most

Thus, the British guaranteed themselves
a native ally who would facilitate the
acquisition of resources and slaves from
the interior. The relationship was made
formal in 1687 when the Duke of Albemarle,
Governor of Jamaica, crowned the first
Miskito king. With the protection of England,
the Miskitos dominated the region. They
successfully defended themselves against
their Spanish enemies and dominated the
neighboring Indians: Twahkas, Panamakas,
Ulwas, Prinzus, Kukras and Ramas, forcing
them to pay tribute or selling them as
slaves to the sugar plantations of the
Caribbean. During this period Wani was
a residence of the kings of Mosquitia,
located on the lagoon of Bihmuna.

The European conquest, brutal and
destructive in the Pacific, subtle in the
Allantic, undoubtedly has made us different.

From 1822 nascent U.S. imperialism,
nurtured by the Monroe Doctrine and an

cooperatives of the Agrarian Reform. In the
Wani of the new Nicaragua, we must avoid
the temptation of the easy road, which
denies historical and cultural diversity for
the sake of a supposed cultural homogeneity.
The challenge before us is 1o continue
traveling the road of socioeconomic,
cultural and political contradictions
inherited in the course of centuries so as to
know and overcome them. Only in that way
will it be possible to build the new
Nicaraguan society, conscious of its
historical, cultural, linguistic and ethnic
diversity.
